This document outlines the streamlined process for the dental clinician and 
the dental laboratory for ATLANTIS Conus Abutment – overdenture.

DENTAL CLINICIAN DENTAL LABORATORY

Appointment 1 Laboratory step 1
Take a verified implant-level impression Receive materials from the clinician and pour 

impressions and fabricate bite rims

Send the opposing impression and bite registration. 
Send the temporary (or duplicate) denture if possible.

Appointment 2 Laboratory step 2
Record the centric occlusion, vertical and midline
This step can be omitted if the denture or duplicate denture was 
sent at the first appointment

Order ATLANTIS Conus Abutments in

Appointment 3 Laboratory step 3
Try-in of the abutment and prosthesis Produce the denture with or without framework

Confirm proper occlusion and take a check bite Finish and polish the prosthesis
Note: Any resets needed may take additional appointments – 
contact laboratory for details

Confirm proper occlusion and take a check bite
